About the Foundation

Created in 1997, the Espy Foundation is a nonpoogi&nization based in Oysterville,
Washington, and dedicated to advancing and encmgy#ige literary and visual arts.
The Foundation has been named for Oysterville aaWllard R. Espy, a wordsmith and
memoirist whose prolific career celebrated languaged play, light verse, and what
Henry James once called the “visitable past:” thenés in the history of time and place
that can be recovered and preserved by the reazloofy memory and a gifted
imagination.

The Foundation’s original focus was its literarpgram, which includes the Writer’s
Residency Program, the Espy Award for emergingengi{administered by the Creative
Writing Department of the University of Washingtard local educational programs for
high school aged students. Recently the Foundatfoous has broadened to include the
Visual Arts Residency Program. In addition, theikaation has established a small but
growing library in Oysterville; its core collectiamonsists of Espy’s personal collection of
reference books that include language, word plag,light verse.

About the Residency Program

Residencies are available three times per yeam@fvarch), Summer (June), and Fall
(October) from the sithrough the end of the month inclusive. Residerilisshare
accommodations in and near the serenely beautifajg of Oysterville, a National
Historic District, located near the northern tiptlé Long Beach Peninsula on the
southwest coast of Washington state. Residentsimvaddition, receive a weekly
stipend for food. Our goal is to provide writerslaartists with an environment in which
they can pursue their work without interruption.

Suitable applicants are writers and artists wheeldamonstrated talent and commitment

to their career. Both emerging and establisheteveriand visual artists are eligible for
residencies.

As there are no accommodations for partners ot patsas Oysterville is a small and
quiet rural village, people of some self-sufficigraze our ideal. Residents provide their
own transportation to and from Oysterville (unlesiser arrangements are made with the
Foundation), which is 180 miles from Seattle an@ dflles from Portland, and they are
encouraged to keep a car with them for the duraifdheir residency.
